EXTENDING THE STATE OF EMERGENCY IN THE CITY OF SCRANTON
Pursuant to the City of Scranton Home Rule Charter and executive powers vested in the
Mayor, in order to prescribe order in the City of Scranton, I, Paige G. Cognetti, Mayot of the City of
Scranton, do hereby PROCLATM AND DECLARE the STATE OF EMERGENCY enacted
on: March 15, 2020 as a sesult of the public health emergency related to the potential spread of the
Cotonavirus [COVID-19], that exists in the United States of Ametica and the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, including the City of Scranton, as most recently extended to June 8, 2020, shall be

furthet extended to June 21, 2020, ot unti rescinded or extended.

AND FURTHERMORE, I do, for the pedod of this STATE OF EMERGENCY, heteby
continue to restrict public access to the following city properties:

«  City Hall, 340 Nozth Washington Avenue, Scranton, Pennsylvania 18503,

»  All City of Scranton Fire Stations throughout the City,

*  Weston Field, 892 Providence Road, Scranton, Penosylvania 18505, and

&  Weston Park, 127 Spring Street, Scranton, Pennsylvania 18508,

AND FURTHERMORE, T hereby declare that the following city properties shall remain available
for public access during the period of this STATE OF EMERGENCY:
®  Scranton Police Department Headquarters, 100 South Washington Avenue,
Scranton, Pennsylvania 18509, and
® - Department of Public Works, 101 West Poplar Street, Scranton, Pennsylvania 18500,
Provided that while the above facilities remain accessible for essential business, all members of the

public ate requested, and urged, to refrain from accessing therm unless necessary.

AND FURTHERMORE, the following temporary modifications to the use of City facilities are
made during the period of this extension of the STATE OF EMERGENCY to ensuze continved
service to the public:
¢ Scranton Police Department Headquarters shall sexve as the tempotary location for
pick up and dtop off of all Licensing, Inspections, and Permits business, and
s The Department of Public Works shall serve as the temporaty location for all

Department of Treasury business,




Remote accommodations will be developed and implemented for public use as they become

available,

AND FURTHERMORE, City patks shall remair: accessible to the public during the period of this
STATE OF EMERGENCY; howevet, those who utilize the parks should, as a mafter of public
health and safety, refrain from use of playground equipment and continue to practice social

distancing.

AND FURTHERMORE, all non-essential hearings and meetings, including for boards,
commissions, and authotities, for putposes of official city business shall remain postponed during
the period of this STATE OF EMERGENCY. For some meetings and heatings, arrangements for
remote accommodations may be tmade, and made available to the attendees. This provision does not

apply to City Council meetings, which shall be set solely by City Council

AND FURTHERMORE, I urge all residents, businesses, organizations and visitors to abide
during the period of this STATE OF EMERGENCY by recommendations made by the Center
for Disease Control, as well as guidance issued by the Governor of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania and the Pennsylvania Department of FHealth, and to continue to refrain from all
ponessential travel, gatherings, and business so as to mitigate the spread of the Cotonavitus

[COVID-19] and, in turn, this public health emergency.

AND FURTHERMORE, this extension of the State of Emergency shall temain in effect until

June 21, 2020, or until rescinded o extended.

CITY OF SCRANTON SMALL BUSINESS FUND
OF THE SCRANTON AREA FOUNDATION, INC.
PASS-THROUGH FUND AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into on June 4, 2020 by the Scranton Area Foundation, Inc.
(Foundation), a tax-exempt community foundation, and the City of Scranton (hereinafter collectively
referred to as “Donor”) for the purpose and under the conditions set forth below:

1. Establishment of the Fund: A fund shall be estabiished on the books of the
Foundation which will be known as “City of Scranton Small Business Fund” (Fund).

2. Designation of Purpose: Distributions from the Fund shall be made in such amounts
and at such times for the purpose of supporting an inclusive and diverse small business environment
within the City of Scranton. Grants will be provided to qualified applying small businesses in the city of
Scranton during the Covid-19 Pandemic. The application and selection process will be outlined in Fund

Addendum A. City of Scranton officials will be responsible for vetting and recommending the grant
recipients to the Foundation.

3. Confributions: The Foundation hereby accepts the property transferred and affims
that it will hold such and any additional property transferred to the Fund on the terms and subject to the
conditions set forth by this Agreement. The ultimate purpose of such property transfer is to create a

temporary fund with the opportunity for the donor and/or supporters to make further contributions fo the
established Fund at any time.

4. Property of the Fund: The Fund shall include the property received herewith, and such
as may from time to time be transferred by any person, organization, or other source for inclusion in the
Fund and accepted by the Foundation. The Fund shall be the property of the Foundation and shall
not be deemed a trust fund heid by it as a trustee. The Foundation shall have the ultimate authority
and control over all property in the Fund.

5. Administration of the Fund: The Fund shall be held on the terms and subject to the
conditions set forth in the Foundation’s governing instruments, including its Articles of Incorporation
and Bylaws, as amended from time to time, and any resolutions and procedures from time to time in
effect. Subject to such terms and conditions, all property transferred shall be held in perpetuity with
periodic distributions as provided in this Agreement. Control over the investment or reinvestment of
such property and the asset management of the Fund will be exercised exclusively by the Foundation.

6. Accounting: The receipts and disbursement of this Fund shall be accounted for
separately and apart from those other gifts to the Foundation.

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7. Irrevocable Gift: The Donor understands and declares that this Agreement and the
donations it represents are absolute and irrevocable and that, after the execution of this instrument, the
Donor shall have no right, title, interest, or incidents of ownership in the property described in
Schedule A or any additional property transferred to this Fund. Further, the Donor shall have no
unilateral right to alter, amend or terminate this Agreement.

8. Fiscal Year: The fiscal year of the Fund shall be the fiscal year of the Foundation or
as otherwise determined by the Foundation’s Board of Governors.

9. Variance: Any person making a gift to the Fund agrees that the Fund shall be subject
to the provisions set forth in the Foundation’s Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws or that of any
successor organization, including the exercise of its discretionary powers to change the beneficiary of

the Fund or the restrictions of the Fund stated above consistent with its Articles of Incorporation and
Bylaws.

10. Expenses Allocated fo the Fund: The Foundation will charge the property received
into the Fund upon receipt as shown on the attached Administration Fee Schedule. The percentage

indicated on the Administration Fee Schedule will be reviewed by the Foundation each year and is
subject to change.

11.  Term: This Agreement shall terminate on June 4, 2021. Prior to or at the conclusion of
the one (1) year term, Donor may elect to renew or amend the terms of this agreement, transition the
Fund to be Endowed, or spend out the assets in the Fund. If no action is taken, any assets remaining
in the Fund at that time shall become part of the general endowment fund of the Foundation.
